« District property taxpayers’ share has grown

« Gallatin County’s share of state funds to the total adopted general fund elementary
budget was 59.96% and 61.94% for the high school budget.

« On average Gallatin County taxpayers fund 32% of district budget.

« Funding is very different for each school district. It is dependent on the enrollment, the
taxable value of the district, and levies the taxpayers approve.
